place in a Gatholic Church in Teitwen, Rhyineland on January 23, 1707, We also find
documented the marriage of Baniel Herber and Anna Marta Runtz in an Toangelical
Uhurel in Leinstoeiler, Bavaria on January 16, 1776, Dorothea Herber married
Heinrich Albert Born in an Boangelical Lutheran Churel in Aachen, Rhineland on
Drtober 14, 1861.The roat of arms assoriated with this surname foas granted to one
Raspar Herber of Speger on April 8, 1544.
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
